THEFT CRIME ALERT !!!!

It is with much regret, that the Management of Cabinas Las Arenas must advise visitors to Costa Rica of the substantial increase in crime/theft. Contrary to what some people may say, it is no longer a case of will it happen to me, but a very high possibility of when it will happen. We therefore offer the following suggestions which may be useful.

If you cannot afford to loose “it” think twice about bringing “it” to Costa Rica. For example items of high sentimental value such as, rings and jewelry should not be brought. Expensive equipment which could be difficult to replace, should also be left at home.

Be extremely vigilant in “ALL” public places, especially crowded areas, public transport locations, bars, night clubs etc.

Watch your “stuff”. Every time you loose sight of your belongings they are extremely vulnerable to theft. This may even be leaving your car out of site in an unsecured area.

Watch out for scams. Scammers normally work in groups to try to distract/ separate you from your belongings. They will try to distract you in some way, typically a form of an ”accident” ie, someone pretends to slip in front of you, or has a flat tire and needs your help.

            Acts of violence and assaults are now becoming more common. Single people

especially females are very vulnerable. Even couples can be attacked at gunpoint, robbed, beaten and violated. Never frequent remote locations alone, unless in groups of four or more. Be cautious of Latinos in groups of two to four.
